	1. Relating to patents or innovation results. 
2. Relating to professional technology or management case research; analysis in report provides holistic and unique insights and contributions. 
3. Relating to R&D results making a special contribution to practical improvement in industrial/academic collaboration. 
	The submitted results must comply with the following regulations: 
1. 
Submitted R&D results must comply with submission time requirements in Article 11, Paragraph 1, Subparagraph 2. 
2. 
When two or more R&D results are submitted, the candidate shall select representative results and reference results. The candidate may combine results from a series of related studies as representative results. 
3. 
Representative results completed collaboratively by several persons may be submitted by only one of the persons involved. When such results are submitted, persons other than the submitter must give up the right to submit the results in question as representative results. The submitter shall attach a written statement specifically explaining his or her participation, and this statement should be signed by other collaborators as verification. 
4. 
When R&D results are confidential, the submitter may explain the confidential portion, and ask the review process and reviewer to maintain confidentiality. 
5. 
The submitted results should include a written report on the work as a whole; the content of this report shall include the following main items:

R&D concept. 
(2) 
Theoretical basis. 
(3) 
Topic and content. 
(4) 
Methods and techniques. 
(5)
